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Objective: Students will describe characteristics of reptiles.

Overview: Students write facts about a reptile in the form of an acrostic.

Materials:

Nonfiction books about reptiles
Paper
Pencils, markers or crayons

Procedure:

Have each student choose a reptile and allow them time to research it.

Tell the students to write the name of their reptile down the left side of their paper.

Explain to the students that they should use each letter on the left side of their paper to begin a
sentence about their reptile. (click here for example)

Once their acrostic is finished, have each student glue it to a large sheet of paper and draw a picture of
their reptile beside it.
